John will be visiting other similar complexes this summer to see what problems to anticipate regarding the complex.

Sid encouraged the members to promote recreational soccer. He hopes the recreational tournament reaches 300 teams at the new complex. He hopes the new at large directors will help spread the word to the grass roots membership.
